The following arrangements apply from 1 January 2007 in respect of Pilotage Services in 
the ABP South Wales CHA Pilotage Area (Newport, Cardiff, Barry, Swansea & Port 
Talbot). 
 

1. ORDER FOR PILOTAGE

i. Arrivals  
 

All vessels bound into the ABP South Wales CHA pilotage area and requiring the 
service of a pilot shall give 24 hours advance notification of arrival at the Pilot 
Boarding Station. 

 

ii. Sailings 
 

Vessels sailing from any port or berth within the South Wales CHA pilotage area 
shall give at least six hours notice of their time of departure. 
 

iii. Order Amendment.  
 Once initial notices have been given, an order may be amended without additional 

charge in accordance with the minimum notice detailed below:- 
 

· ARRIVALS   -   18 hours before the original ETA

3. BASIS OF CHARGE 
 
i. The gross tonnage stated on the International Tonnage Certificate (1969) is the only 

measurement accepted for the purpose of assessing harbour and other dues. 
 

ii. ABP reserves the right to impose an assessment of Gross Tonnage for the payment 
of ships and other dues on vessels unable to produce an ITC (1969) . The 
assessment will be made on a provisional value of tonnage calculated in accordance 
with a simplified formula approved by the Department of Transport.  (Copy of 
formula supplied on request). 

 

iii. In accordance with the European Council Regulation (EC) No.2978/94, bulk liquid 
tankers equipped with segregated ballast tanks will receive a reduction on the gross 
tonnage related charges in this tariff.  In order to claim this reduction, the vessel 
must be able to produce an I.T.C (1969) showing under "Remarks" that the vessel 
is equipped with segregated ballast tanks. 

 

iv. Vessels will be charged on the reduced gross tonnage as stated under "Remarks" at 
the appropriate rate per GT. 

 

v. An act of pilotage will be deemed to commence from the time an authorised pilot 
boards a vessel. In circumstances where a pilot is already on board a vessel and that 
vessel must abort a docking, for whatever reason, and return to sea then a separate 
and distinct act of pilotage will be deemed to commence from the abort time.

This will be waived where notice of cancellation is given to the Severn VTS Traffic 
Service Cardiff before low water at Barry preceding the tide in question. 

 
6 LATE ORDER CHARGE  
 

Orders which fail to comply with the Advance Notice requirements detailed in 2i 
and 2ii will incur a late order charge of £142.85.

RULES AND REGULATIONS RELATING TO THE USE OF QUAYSI DE 
CRANES 

 
1. Application for the provision of a crane or cranes must be made in writing in the 

form required by ABP at the Port Office and upon such application a sum to be 
fixed by ABP in respect of their charges for such facilities must be paid as a 
deposit and on account of such charges. 

 
2. The application must state the date and time the crane(s) is/are required and the 

maximum lift in respect of each crane to be made. 
 
3. The applicant shall provide all special slings, chains and gear necessary for heavy 

or bulk lifts. 
 
4. If two or more requisitions for the provision of a particular crane at the same time 

be lodged, ABP’s decision as to priority shall be final. 
 
5. ABP reserve the right to withdraw a crane, or to remove a vessel from the crane 

berth, whether work is in progress or not, at their discretion. 
 
6. The full charge will be levied for the provision of a crane from the time such 

crane is ready for use until a notification is given to ABP that it is no longer 
required.  For particulars of charges see appropriate schedule herein. 

 
 
7. ABP do not bind themselves to make available the crane(s), the provision of 

which is requested in the Application Form or to provide such crane(s) at the 
place or time requested. 

 
8. The applicant bears the risk of and is responsible for and releases and indemnifies 

ABP, their servants and agents from and against all liability for personal injury 
(whether fatal or otherwise), loss of or damage to property and any other loss, 
damage, costs and expenses however caused, arising out of or in connection with 
the operation of the crane(s), except when damage arises solely as a result of a 
mechanical defect in the crane itself.

CHARGES AVAILABLE ON APPLICATION 
 
 
 C O N D I T I O N S 
 

Labourage operations are undertaken by Associated British Ports (hereinafter referred to 
as ABP) on the understanding that the following terms and conditions apply to the work 
undertaken:- 
 

1. The labourage rates quoted are exclusive of all crane charges which may be 
applicable. The use of these cranes is subject to the rules, regulations and rates for 
the use of cranes, as published in the “Dues, Rates and Charges” section. 

 

2. The rates quoted apply to labourage operations of an ordinary character and 
are based on the maximum utilisation of labour and other resources.  Limitations or 
restrictions imposed by vessels (eg inability to use forklift trucks aboard vessel or 
limitations placed on the operation of ship’s gear) may result in additional charges 
being raised.  ABP also reserves the right in the event of unforeseen or exceptional 
circumstances arising to raise supplementary charges. 

 

3. A 1% allowance on labourage aboard is granted upon receipt of an 
Indemnity from the Ship Owner under P & I arrangements. 

 

4. The standard working day is 0800 to 1700 hours Monday to Thursday and 
0800 to 1600 hours on Fridays, with a one hour break for lunch. 

 

5. Overtime is charged additionally in accordance with the scale of charges. 
 

6. All charges are subject to variation as may be necessary from time to time. 
 

7. ABP does not insure nor give any warranty in respect of the condition of its 
dock premises nor of anything thereat or connected therewith nor of any plant or 
thing supplied to, or for the use of any person.  ABP will not be responsible for the 
custody of any goods or merchandise that may be deposited upon or in any of their 
quays, warehouses, sheds and premises; neither will they be responsible nor liable 
to make good any loss, injury or damage which may happen to any goods, ware or 
merchandise or to any vessel or property of any description by shrinkage, waste, 
theft, damp, destructive heat, vermin, insects, fire or efforts made to abate or 
extinguish fires or by lightening, storm or tempest, or from civil commotion, and 
rates are quoted in these conditions as applicable to good, merchandise etc which 
such goods, merchandise etc are within the limits of the Port Estate.
